District Program:

1.
Highland High School is responsible for the programs for the tournament.

2. Team Rosters for District Program due by Monday, February 4, 2019 or earlier if possible. If no rosters are sent, they will be taken from Dropbox.
e-mail to:jborland@highland.wednet.edu - Send team rosters for the 1st round to the home site.
Team Benches/Warm-up:

The tournament manager will assign team benches.  Players/Teams may use the playing court and goals for warm-up only during the 15 minutes prior to the game in which they are about to play.   

Locker Rooms:


Teams will be assigned locker rooms when they arrive.  Towels WILL NOT be furnished.  

Jerseys:


Each participating team must be equipped with two sets of jerseys of contrasting colors.  The “home” team will be on the bottom of the bracket and wear WHITE jerseys.  Teams on the top of the bracket are the guest or “away” and wear “dark” jerseys.

Eligibility:

Each team may suit up no more than 12 players. Tournament rosters shall not change after tip off of your first game.
Tournament:

The tournament will be an eight-team, modified double-elimination tournament.  FOUR teams for the Boys and FOUR teams for the Girls, will qualify for the regional tournament as per the allocations in the 2018-2019 state guidelines.  The top place finisher will be the District 5 Champion.

Band and Drill Teams:

Schools desiring to have their pep bands or drill team at one or more sessions must contact the tournament manager for permission by Monday, February 4th.  Bands, when so approved, will be admitted free (maximum 50 members) with instruments and under the direct supervision of the adult band director.  Musical instruments are not to be used as noisemakers.  The tournament manager may limit the number of bands or drill teams and that decision is final.  Please make arrangements for drums and electronic equipment.


If your drill team wishes to perform at any of the contests, you must contact the tournament manager prior to the day of games.


1.
Band and Drill Team busses will park in the area designated by site manager.

2. Band Directors will contact site manager before entering the gym area.

Banners

· Official school banners and hand held signs that are positive, directed only toward the school’s team, and do not block the view of the spectators are allowed. Run through signs are not permitted.

· Confetti and mechanical noisemakers (including band instruments used as noise makers) are not permitted at the tournament.  
· Megaphones may only be used by official uniformed school cheerleaders.  Shakers and pompoms must be of the plastic, non-shedding type.
Pass Gate:

1. Supervisory pass lists and Rosters will be at pass gate. Pass gates will be at front entrance. Supervisors, Support Staff, etc. not on team bus shall check in at the pass gate.
Bus Parking:
1. Granger High School – Drop off and park along east side of gym. There is overflow parking across the street to the southeast for buses to utilize.
2. Zillah Middle School – Drop off on the west side of the gym and park on the east side of the gym. 
3. Highland High School – Drop off and park in the north parking lot.
